The most recent works of Rihards Dubra
are closely involved with sacred music.

The composer has written
minimalist, Gregorian, and Renaissance-
style music, thinking not just of intonation,
exposition, and similar spheres, but firstly
the philosophical side. His choir works and
vocal instrumental compositions are heard
at international festivals and concerts.
The English public that have heard the
composer’s spiritual choir songs in Latvian,
have declared them to be Latvian motets.
Dubra received the Latvian Great Music
Award in 2003 for his work “Te Deum”,
performed at the Sacred music concert of
XXIII Nationwide Latvian Song Festival.

Selga Mence’'s name was first
highlighted in association with choir
music. Her works were performed at the
Scandinavian Song Festival in Norway in
2000 and at many Song Festivals in Latvia,
the United States, and Canada.

In August 2019, Dublin Youth Choir was
named Champions of the European Choir
Games in the Youth Choir category and was
awarded two gold medals, including one
for the international Grand Prix, and a gold
diploma. Following this, they were invited
by President Higgins to perform at the
presidential residence twice.

Over its 35-year history, the choir
has accumulated invaluable international
experience, winning laurels in various
European countries, including Germany,
Switzerland, and Hungary. The choir
places equal importance on performing in
its own homes, holding concerts in Riga
and other cities and rural areas of Latvia,
inviting listeners to cultural centers and
local churches. In foreign countries, the
“Austrums” repertoire, actively chosen
by the singers themselves, alongside the
presentation of Latvian cultural traditions, is
never complete without sacred music.

The choir’s peculiar brand is its
arrangements of folk songs created by A.
Skepasts and performances of original
songs that often surprise the audience with
unusual means of expression.

The choir is delighted to respond to new
and interesting musical projects of other
collectives and has established excellent
cooperation with choirs such as “Séla,’
“Juventus,” “Fortius,” “Balsis,” “Sonore,”
“DeCoro,” “Miza,” and “Intis” for an annual
tradition.

The choir has competed
in the very honorable International Harald
Andersén Chamber Choir Competition
(2012,2016) which is held every three years
in Helsinki, Finland, And on both occasions
they obtained the third prize! In November
of 2013 the choir took part in Concurso
Coral de Tolosa in Basque Country, Spain.
Out of five possible awards, SUVE amazingly
won all of them and thus qualified for the
European Grand Prix in Debrecen, Hungary
2014. That spring in Hungary SJVE took
the gold, which qualified the choir to the
prestigious 50-year jubilee of the Tolosako
Abesbatza Lehiaketa where they came
second.

Each year, the choir has taken part
in at least one choir competition — from the
local Estonian Chamber Choir Association
Festival to international festivals like “Tallinn
2019” and placing in the top three. Various
collaborative projects have also been done
with many musicians and visual artists.

To name a few: concert “Siligispeegel”
(Autumn Mirror) in Tallinn Music week with
instrumental ensemble “Duo Telluur”, the
light festival “Ohtu ilu” (Evening Beauty),
concert “Uhe pere lugu” (The Story of a
Family) with the folk-dance ensemble
“Kuljus”.

Chamber Choir “Encore” consists of 32
young and talented singers. In addition to
very capable singing, the choir has created
a strong bond and friendships between the
singers, despite all being from different
backgrounds and professions in life.

The choir’s repertoire draws heavily from
Estonian music, be it from the conductor
Karin Tuul (Kuulpak)'s personal creation,
world famous composers like Arvo Part and
Veljo Tormis or “classics” like Mart Saar
and Cyrillius Kreek. However, the choir’s
repertoire also includes foreign composers
and categories. F. Poulenc, F. Mendelssohn,

RAXTU RAXTI

Contemporary folk music band “Raxtu
Raxti” began their artistic journey together
back in summer of 2012. It brought
together a number of musicians from
another band — “Autobuss debesis” -, as
well as present group’s lead vocal Kristine
Karkle-Kalnina and her brother Edgars
Karklis. At the beginning of their career,
their repertoire was based on the music

of Latvian composer Imants Kalnin§,

which was brought closer to the sound

of folk music. Over time the repertoire

has been complemented by original
compositions and folk song arrangements
by other composers, as well as by the
band’s own members. “Raxtu Raxti” uses
both —traditional and academic - Latvian
musical instruments and also world music
ethno-instruments in their music, creating a
distinct and well defined sound that is solely
unique to themselves. Here, each musician
embodies an outstanding personality, well-
known both in the Latvian music scene and
outside it. “Raxtu Raxti” musical association
has succeeded in uniting wonderful soloists,
each of whom is an equally integral and
irreplaceable part of the artistic association
in its own special way. Up till this point
“Raxtu Raxti” has performed vigorously not
only in Latvia, but also abroad.
