Composer Georgs Pelécis was born in

1947 in Riga. In 1965, he graduated from

Em. Darzins special music high school,

and in 1970 the composition class of Aram
Khachaturian in Peter Tchaikovsky's Moscow
State Conservatory. He later completed
postgraduate studies at the same institution as
a musicologist with a thesis on the polyphony
of the Renaissance composer Johannes
Okeghem. After its defense (1981), a second
thesis on Palestrina’s polyphony was written
and defended (1990). Between 1970 and 2020
G. Pelecis worked at the Jazeps Vitols Latvian
Academy of Music, specializing in teaching
polyphony. G. Pelécis has completed more
than 30 studies on the formal aspects of the
Middle Age, Renaissance, Baroque and 20th
century music, as well as the music of Latvian
COMPpOSers.

He has composed several hundred
compositions in various genres. There is a
particularly large number of compositions in
the concert genre, as well as oratorios and
cantatas. A large selection of opus are in the
field of choral music, including 150 psalms
of David, arrangements of Latvian folk songs
and many original compositions. G. Pelécis
has written approximately 100 compositions
for piano. The composer has also made a
significant contribution to the field of chamber
music.

Georgs Pelécis is a knight of the Order of
the Three Stars of Latvia (2017) and winner
of the Latvian Grand Music Prize (2018). His
music is actively played in Latvia and beyond.
It is often heard at concerts and festivals on all
continents of the world.

Maris Sirmais is one of the most prominent
Latvian conductors, a charismatic leader and
driving force of Latvian choral music. Under
his more than 20-year leadership, the State
Academic Choir “LATVIJA" has become one of
the most recognizable choirs in Europe.

Latvija and choir Kameér... in many prestigious
European festivals, where he also has given
master-classes and workshops. He has
collaborated with many acclaimed soloists and
has regular performances with professional
orchestras and choirs.

Since 1998 he is one of the chief conductors
of the Latvian Song and Dance Celebration
inspiring thousands of amateur choristers.

Head of the Choir Conducting Department
at the Jazeps Vitols Latvian Academy of Music,
Sirmais is also a jury member of international
contests in choir singing and conducting. A
recipient of the Order of the Three Stars, the
Honorary Member of the Latvian Academy
of Sciences, Sirmais has received many titles
and awards for his achievement in culture
and his contribution to making Latvia known
throughout the world.

As a conductor, Orla has also gained
numerous awards at international
competitions, including the MacCurtain
& McSwiney Award for programming
at Cork International Choral Festival on
three occasions, and a special prize for
interpretation at the 10th International
Choral Competition, Maribor, Slovenia. Orla
and the choir are committed to the creation
and promotion of contemporary music and
have recently released two CD recordings
of contemporary Irish choral works: Under-
Song (2017) and To the Northeast: The
Choral Music of John Buckley (2019).

Orla's work with professional choral
ensembles includes Milltown Chamber
Choir, EnsemBéal, Resurgam, and Chamber
Choir Ireland, with whom she performed
at the White House for President Barack
Obama. She enjoys giving choral workshops
and adjudicating at festivals nationally and
internationally.

Africa’s foremost conductors and clinicians
of choral music. He studied at the University
of Pretoria and attended master classes in
choral conducting at the Juilliard School of
Music in New York, USA, as well as master
classes in orchestral conducting at the Royal
College of Music in London, UK.

Christo was a full-time lecturer in Choral
Conducting as well as conductor at the
University of Pretoria until 2012. He had
established the St Mary’s Singers Choral
Program which incorporates a singing
program for the juniors in the school by
establishing a firm singing basis for them to
grow as soloists in singing.

He is regularly invited as an adjudicator
at national and international choral
competitions. Choirs under his direction
have won numerous choral competitions,
both at a national and international level.
Christo's choir “Akustika Chamber Singers”
has won many competitions and according
to the “Interkultur Musica Mundi” world
ranking, it currently ranks 6th in the world, as
well as the 3rd best mixed choir.

Christo is also seen as a composer of
works in the “African Avant Garde Choral
Music” style, combining the story-telling of
African music with Western compositional
techniques. He is founder and director of
Baobab Music Publishers Ltd, which is an
Internet based website creating a platform
for South African Composers to enable the
distribution of their works to an international
choral directors audience.

Originally established as a chamber mixed
choir in the autumn of 2012, Moraviachor
was founded through the initiative of
choirmaster Josef Surovik and a group

of enthusiastic singers. The choir brings
together members from various parts of
the Czech Republic. Rehearsals, which
occur approximately six times a year,

are organized in different hometowns

by dedicated members. In the spring of
2020, the female choir Moraviachor was
established. Comprising female members
from Moraviachor, this ensemble is

led by conductor Tereza Surovikova, a
distinguished contemporary Czech author
in the field of choral music.

The choir sings an extensive repertoire
comprising a cappella compositions from
20th and 21st-century authors, primarily
of a sacred nature, and adaptations
of traditional folk songs. Additionally,
Moraviachor has tackled renowned choral
works such as W.A. Mozart’s Requiem,
John Rutter’'s Magnificat, and Gabriel
Fauré’'s Requiem.

Moraviachor has actively participated
in 14 international competitions,
consistently achieving golden levels.

The latest success of Moraviachor was

in May 2023 at The International Choir
Competition in Zadar, Croatia. In both
categories of mixed and female choirs,
they won the 1st prize and the Golden
Abbess Cika’s Cross. Additionally, in the
Mixed Choirs category, the choir received a
Special Award for the best interpretation of
a Renaissance piece and the Grand Prix of
the City of Zadar.

The singers of the
ensemble are long-time choir enthusiasts,
united by the love of music and desire to
offer memorable experiences for various
audiences. During its first years, Ahjo
Ensemble focused especially on performing
contemporary Finnish choir music and
working in several cross-genre productions,
which continue to form a major part of Ahjo
Ensemble’s choral activities as of today.

Together with the choir’s current
conductor, Master of Music Julia Lainema,
Ahjo Ensemble has lately dedicated
considerable time and effort in discovering
works of forgotten female choral
composers, both Finnish and international,
from the 19th century to this day. In addition
to performing this lesser-known repertoire
in its concerts, the mission to make the
choral scene more inclusive continues to
be at the top of Ahjo’s agenda. Moreover,
the choir works actively with contemporary
composers and gives first public
performances of new works on a regular
basis.

Ahjo Ensemble has performed in
several Finnish classical music festivals,
cooperating with orchestras such as
Helsinki Philharmonic Orchestra and UMO
Jazz Orchestra and recording for the Finnish
Broadcasting Company YLE. The choir
has also performed with the Finnish pop
producer Pykéri in several productions.

In 2016, Ahjo Ensemble was chosen as
finalist at the International Harald Andérsen
Chamber Choir Competition, and part of
the choir's competition programme was
broadcasted by BBC Radio 3 later that year.

MELO-M

Melo-M is a Latvian instrumental cello
rock trio consisting of three classically
trained cellists. Melo-M emerged in 2005
when academically trained musician Karlis
Auzans decided to create a band. The name
is derived from the word “melomania”.
Trio plays cello versions of a variety of
well-known music: from classical to ethno,
pop and rock. Uniqueness of Melo-M
performances lies in their ability to combine
foundations of classical music with energy
and drive of pop and rock shows. The trio
released six albums so far.

Every band member has a significant
academic music background. Each of
the three played at international contests
and performed with orchestras at notable
symphonic music concerts. Melo-M
members have strengthened their academic
education by learning from such world-class
cello players as: Mstislav Rostropovich,
Klauss Kangiser, Misha Maiski, Frans
Helmerson, Maksim Utkin and Natalia
Shovskaya.

Melo-M are also well known outside
Latvia. Throughout their musical career
the band toured in the USA twice, played a
variety of concerts in Russia, France, Great
Britain, Sweden, Norway, Germany, Ukraine,
Estonia, Lithuania, Turkey and elsewhere.
