Arturs Maskats (b. 1957) is one of Latvia's
most internationally acclaimed composers. A
graduate of the Latvian State Conservatory,
he has served as Head of Music at the Dailes
Theatre, Chairman of the Latvian Composers’
Union, Artistic Director of the Latvian National
Opera and Ballet, Programme Director of
“Latvijas Koncerti", and co-founder of the
Cesis Art Festival. He teaches composition
and orchestration at the Jazeps Vitols Latvian
Academy of Music.

Maskats' works span a wide range of
genres, from chamber music and choral
compositions to symphonic works, as well as
stage and film music. He has written original
music for about one hundred productions,
created significant symphonic and vocal-
symphonic works, the ballet Dangerous
Liaisons, and the opera Valentina. His Accordion
Concerto is the first of its kind in Latvian music.
The composer has collaborated with leading
Latvian musicians and professional ensembles;
his choral works have been performed at the
Latvian Song and Dance Festival and the
Latvian School Youth Song and Dance Festival.
Maskats achieved international success in
London with his symphonic piece Tango and has
collaborated with the Birmingham and Boston
Symphony Orchestras, the Vienna Philharmonic
under Andris Nelsons, the Lithuanian National
Symphony Orchestra, and many others. Maskats'
works are published in Latvia and abroad.

Composer is a four-time recipient of the
Latvian Grand Music Award, has received the
“Spélmanu nakts" Theatre Award, the national
film award Lielais Kristaps, the AKKA/LAA
Copyright Infinity Award, and has been awarded
with the Order of the Three Stars, Class IIl.

Toh Ban Sheng is one of Singapore’s most
internationally recognized choral conductors,
having led workshops, adjudicated, and guest-
conducted in over 25 countries. A former Physics
teacher and largely self-taught musician, he

later earned dual master's degrees in Choral
Conducting and Voice from the United States. He
has received seven Conductor's Prizes in Europe
and Singapore's prestigious Young Artist Award.

Toh's choirs have achieved remarkable
success, garnering eight Grand Prix, multiple
jury and category prizes, and over 70 gold
awards over the world. At home, his choirs were
crowned Choir of the Year in consecutive years.
He has conducted the 800-strong National Day
Combined Choir, and served as Chorus Master
for performances of Mahler's Symphony No. 2
and Beethoven’s Symphony No. 9. He was also
inducted as an Honorary Member of the Choral
Directors Association of Singapore.

Through his work, Toh supports artistic
excellence and inspires the next generation by
mentoring music educators and young singers.
In 2022, he founded Resonance of Singapore
Ltd., the country’s first charity organization
dedicated to community-building through
choral music. With Raffles Singers, he became
the first Singaporean in over 20 years to be
invited to perform at the World Symposium on
Choral Music in 2017.

Toh is also a published author of The
Accidental Conductor and contributor to the
International Choral Bulletin. He curates the Toh
Ban Sheng Choral Series for Earthsongs (USA)
and serves as Artistic Director of The ROS Singers
and the international festival Orientale Concentus.

She also works at the Tallinn
School of Music and Ballet (MUBA), where she
conducts children'’s and youth choirs, teaches
choral conducting, and serves as the head of
the conducting department.

Since 2002, Kdrvits has been one
of the chief conductors at the Estonian
Song Celebration. She has served on the
juries of various Estonian and international
competitions, including the Euroradio Choral
Competition Let the Peoples Sing, the Seghizzi
International Choral Competition in Gorizia,
Italy and Tallinn 2025, Estonia.

With her choirs, she has received
numerous awards and conducting prizes
at international competitions. Kdrvits has
prepared her choirs for and participated
in numerous collaborative projects with
professional orchestras and choirs, as well as
with renowned conductors and directors. Many
of her former students have become successful
young conductors. She has given lectures and
led workshops at international symposia and
festivals in Estonia, Hungary, Greece, the USA,
and China, promoting Estonian choral music
and the relative solmization method.

She received the
scholarship from the Estonian National Culture
Foundation, was named Conductor of the Year
by the Estonian Choral Association twice, has
received the Sound Art Endowment Award from
the Estonian Cultural Endowment, as well as its
Folk Culture Endowment Annual Award twice.

Jani Sivén is an acclaimed conductor,
composer and pedagogue. Since 2015, he

has served as a full-time lecturer in choral
conducting at the Sibelius Academy of the
University of the Arts Helsinki. Sivén has
worked with over 50 choirs and orchestras
and served previously as the artistic director
of the Chamber Choir Audite, the Tampere
Philharmonic Choir, the Sinfonietta SOI
Orchestra, the Helsinki Concordia Youth
Symphony Orchestra, the Finnish Choral

The Copenhagen Girls Choir Sankt Annae Pigekor
has its home at the Sankt Annae Gymnasium, the
Copenhagen Municipal Choir School. The choir
was founded in 1973 and is under the patronage of
H.R.H. Princess Benedikte and is resident choir at
Helligaandskirken in central Copenhagen (Church
of the Holy Spirit).

The choir is characterized by its homogenous
sound, partly resulting from the fact that the girls
are of the same age, partly a result of the careful
voice-training that all the pupils of the Sankt
Anng Gymnasium go through. The choir consists
of all girls from grade 6 through 9 at the Sankt
Annz Gymnasium, nearly 140 girls altogether. The
choir usually performs with somewhere between
35 and 70 voices.

The Copenhagen Girls' Choir has made
numerous album releases, has toured all over
the world and is always aiming to spread
knowledge of Danish and Scandinavian music
and choir sound. Collaborating with high profile
musicians and orchestras is also an important
part of the choir activities.

Creating new music for equal voices is
crucial for the choir, and numerous Nordic
composers have written works for the choir.

The repertoire thus ranges from baroque to
contemporary music. The choir strives to create a
good balance between the more demanding and
the more accessible music in its programs.

In 2024, the Copenhagen Girls Choir won
the prestigious Silver Rose Bowl, the main
prize in the international choir competition ‘Let
the Peoples Sing’, organized by the European
Broadcasting Union (EBU).

Anne-Terese Sales has been chief
conductor of the Copenhagen Girls Choir since
2022. She has many years of experience as a
conductor and teacher of both children’s choirs,
youth choirs and adult choirs - e.g. with the
Vigdis Chamber Choir, the Danish Girls' Choir,
and as an instructor at choir courses. Anne-
Terese Sales is also a composer and has studied
at the Southern Danish Conservatory of Music
and the Royal Danish Conservatory of Music,
where she has also been a teacher.

The Academic Choir Tone Tomsi¢, University of
Ljubljana (Akademski pevski zbor Tone TomSic
Univerze v Ljubljani) unites students from all of
the faculties of the University of Ljubljana, who
share a great love of singing and a constant
desire of carrying out high-quality artistic
creation.

The choir continues the tradition of the
Academic Choir in Ljubljana, which was
founded by France Marolt in 1926 as a male
ensemble. Between 1938 and 1939, Marolt also
led the Women's Academic Choir. Due to ltalian
occupation during WW2, there was a cultural
silence from 1941 onwards. After the cultural
silence, the choir was reactivated in 1946, this
time as a mixed ensemble under the name
Academic Choir Tone TomSic.

The choir has always been led by
renowned choirmasters such as: France
Marolt, Radovan Gobec, Janez Bole, Lojze
Lebi¢, Igor Lavri¢, Marko Munih, JozZe Fiirst,
Jernej Habjani¢, Stojan Kuret, UrSa Lah,
Sebastjan Vrhovnik and Jerica Bukovec. From
October 2021 onwards, the choir is led by
Rahela Duric.

Lately, they won several prizes and
competitions together, such as First prize
at Folk-song category, second prize at Free
program category and a special prize for the
best performance of a contemporary piece, at
the International Choir Competition in Spittal
(AT) in 2023. Last year they won the national
competition in Slovenia, Nasa pesem 2024. At
the international competition Georgi Dimitroff
in Varna (Bulgaria), they won a special prize
for the best performance of the obligatory
Bulgarian piece and have been awarded as
“the choir with the brightest stage presence”.

The IBSCC award has been made from a
different material each year. This year, the
award is designed in the shape of an eight,
marking the eighth edition of the competition.
The figure eight is also seen as two zeros or as
the symbol of infinity, and therefore represents
infinity, harmony, and a new beginning. It
reflects the continuous flow and unity of choral
music, embodied in the award's design as a
circle of eternity and sound. When placed on
its surface, the award appears as the infinity
symbol, but when held in the hand, it can also
be seen as the number eight! The award is
crafted from titanium, a strong yet lightweight
metal with a rich spectrum of colors.
